celebration that has happened at school.) Prompt for details. (Do you have 
special food? Do you have visitors? What makes it special? 

  
* Sense of Identity:  start with questions ÁÂÏÕÔ ÂÅÌÏÎÇÉÎÇȱ ɀ What is the name 

of the place where you live? (Your street? Your community? Your school?) 
What is your family name? (If there is an important landmark such as a river or 
lake, ask for its name.) 

 
* These prompts are NOT meant to be prescriptive  - you do not need to use 

them at all
